It would be a mistake to think of the Phari-
sees, Herodians and Sadducees as evil; however, they were often misguided in 
their zeal for Godôs law.  Too often they became so preoccupied with living the 
letter of the law, they ignored the spirit of the law.  Jesus reminded his accusers 
as he would remind us today.  What matters above all else is love and service to 
God and neighbor.  Then, everything else can be seen in its proper place.
